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RESUMEN

El objetivo del presente estudio consistio en indagar en qué
medida la productividad verbal en personas con Trastorno De-
presivo se asocio con la presencia de alteraciones cognitivas,
precisamente en las funciones ejecutivas. Se realizd un estudio
comparativo de muestras independientes, con un grupo de pa-
cientes diagnosticados con depresion de 23 personas y un Gru-
po Control de 16 personas. A ambos grupos les fue administrada
una bateria neuropsicoldgica completa y el cuestionario BDI-II.
Los resultados obtenidos mostraron una merma en la cognicion
global en el grupo de pacientes con depresion asociada a difi-
cultades ejecutivas y a la incidencia de la velocidad de procesa-
miento de la informacion sobre ellas, pudiéndose observar una
alteracion en la fluidez fonoldgica y no asi la semantica.

VERBAL FLUENCY STUDY IN PATIENTS WITH DEPRESSION

The objective of the present study was to investigate to what
extent verbal productivity in people with Depressive Disorder
was associated with the presence of cognitive alterations, preci-
sely in executive functions. A comparative study of independent
samples was carried out, with a group of patients diagnosed
with depression of 23 people and a Control Group of 16 people.
Both groups were administered a complete neuropsychologi-
cal battery and the BDI-Il questionnaire. The results obtained
showed a decrease in global cognition in the group of patients
with depression associated with executive difficulties and the
incidence of the speed of information processing about them,
being able to observe an alteration in phonological fluency and
not so the semantics.
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
