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RESUMEN

El razonamiento juridico consiste en resolver casos particulares
en funcion de normas generales. El razonamiento judicial es ra-
zonamiento juridico agenciado por jueces en un sistema legal
especifico. Las teorias recientes del razonamiento juridico afir-
man que los factores sociales han adquirido mayor importancia
en el mundo durante los Ultimos afios. Este estudio se propone
contrastar tal hipdtesis para el caso argentino. Se realiz un
estudio descriptivo. Se empled un algoritmo de andlisis lingiiis-
tico que analizé todos los fallos de la Corte Suprema Argentina
desde el afio 2000 hasta el afio 2023. Se incluyeron mas de
29 millones de palabras. Se encontr6 que la mencionada Corte
incrementd la mencion de palabras sociales en el periodo anali-
zado. El modelo de regresion obtenido resulto estadisticamente
significativo. La variable cronoldgica explic un incremento por-
centual de 17,2 en el periodo estudiado. Este resultado eviden-
cia la integracion internacional de la Corte Argentina y resulta
coherente con teorias que articulan factores logicos con facto-
res extra-16gicos para la explicacion del razonamiento juridico.

SOCIAL FACTORS IN JUDICIAL REASONING

Legal reasoning consists of solving particular cases based on
general rules. Judicial reasoning is legal reasoning conducted
by judges in a specific legal system. Recent theories of legal
reasoning state that social factors have become more important
in recent years. It is widely considered that the assessment of
contextual variables promotes a better justice. This study aims
to test such a hypothesis for the Argentine case. A descriptive
study was conducted. A linguistic analysis algorithm was used
to evaluate all the sentences of the Argentine Supreme Court
from the year 2000 to the year 2023. The records include more
than 29 million words. It was found that the aforementioned
Court increased the use of social words in the analyzed period.
The regression model obtained was statistically significant. The
chronological variable explained a percentage increase of 17.2
in the studied period. This result evidences the international in-
tegration of the Argentine Court and is consistent with theories
that articulate logical factors with extra-logical factors to explain
legal reasoning.
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
