POLITICAL PARTICIPATION: HAVE THE MODES OF PARTICIPATION

Van Deth (1986) understands political participation as the pro-
cesses of creating and positioning values for society and the
types of behavior that allow citizens to drive these values. Fur-
thermore, recent research indicates that political participation in
digital networks constitutes a distinctive mode of political par-
ticipation (Theocharis and Van Deth, 2018). Digital network par-
ticipation is understood as personalized actions carried out by
citizens through online media in order to demonstrate their own
mobilization and activate their social networks to raise aware-
ness of, or exert social and political pressure for the solution of
a social or political issue (Theocharis, 2015). It is worth asking,
then, is there a relationship between political participation out-
side the digital world and that which is carried out within it? If
s0, what is the directionality of this relationship? To answer this,
a qualitative analysis of current literature on the subject of inter-
est will be conducted.
