RESUMEN

La victimizacion de pares es un factor de riesgo para la sa-
lud mental de los adolescentes (Olweus, 2013; Resett, 2021;
Smith, 2011). Uno de sus correlatos psicosociales mas grave
es la ideacion suicida, mientras que la depresion es uno de los
mas frecuentes (Hawker & Boulton, 2002). Sin embargo, pocos
estudios se han llevado a cabo con el fin de determinar si la
victimizacion predice la ideacion suicida, controlando el nivel de
depresion y el género. Se constituyd una muestra intencional de
418 adolescentes de Parana, Argentina. El 42% era varon (Me-
dad = 13.7 afios). Contestaron el Cuestionario de Bullying/Victi-
mizacion de Olweus (1996), el de Kovacs de Depresion (1993) y
el de Ideacion Suicida de Beck et al. (2010). El 20% sefalaba ser
victimizado y el 7%, realizarlo. El género introducia diferencias
en depresion e ideacion suicida debido a puntajes mas elevados
en las mujeres. La victimizacion resultaba un predictor signifi-
cativo de las autolesiones y la ideacion suicida, luego de contro-
lar el nivel de depresion y el género, prediciendo una varianza
de R2 = 6%. Por lo tanto, la victimizacion es un significativo
predictor de dicha conducta para varones y mujeres que debe
ser prevenido para evitar el riesgo suicida.

VICTIMIZATION, DEPRESSION, SUICIDAL IDEATION AND GENDER
IN ADOLESCENTS

Peer victimization is a risk factor for adolescent mental health
(Olweus, 2013; Resett, 2021; Smith, 2011). One of its most seri-
ous psychosocial correlates is suicidal ideation, while depres-
sion is one of the most frequent (Hawker & Boulton, 2002). How-
ever, few studies have been carried out in order to determine
whether victimization predicts suicidal ideation, controlling for
level of depression and gender. An intentional sample of 418 ad-
olescents from Parand, Argentina was constituted. A 42% were
male (Mage = 13.7 years). They answered the Bullying/Victimi-
zation Questionnaire by Olweus (1996), the Kovacs Depression
Questionnaire (1993) and the Suicidal Ideation Questionnaire by
Beck et al. (2010). A 20% indicated being victimized and 7%,
doing so. Gender introduced differences in depression and sui-
cidal ideation due to higher scores in women. Victimization was

a significant predictor of self-harm and suicidal ideation, after
controlling for level of depression and gender, predicting a vari-
ance of R2 = 6%. Therefore, victimization is a significant predic-
tor of said behavior for men and women that must be prevented
to avoid suicidal risk.
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
