RESUMEN

Se presentara el proyecto de doctorado “Procesos de simboliza-
c¢ion en nifios/as con discapacidad a partir del Modelo de Quin-
ta Dimension. Este Modelo se baso en aportes de la Psicologia
Cultural y de la psicologia histdrico-cultural. Se implement6 en
Montevideo, en escuelas especiales de nifios con discapacidad
motriz. Se crea como si fuera un juego, con actividades organi-
zadas por un personaje magico. Se vieron cambios cualitativos
en los nifios y se vio pertinente tomar aportes de la teoria psicoa-
nalitica en relacion a los procesos de simbolizacion, La simbo-
lizacion es considerada como tarea de estructuracion psiquica,
transformacion y produccion y denota relaciones entre cuerpo
y palabra, entre representacion y afecto. En cuanto al aprendi-
zaje se plantean dos tipos de estructuras de pensamiento: una
estructura cognitiva que da lugar al pensamiento objetivo y una
estructura dramatica que organiza la actividad simbdlica, ligada
a la construccion del lenguaje y que da lugar a la subjetividad.
Se presentaran los aportes tedricos y la metodologia de estudio
de caso, que buscara identificar cambios en los procesos de
simbolizacion en nifios/as entre 8 y 10 afios con discapacidad
en una escuela comun. Se realizara un screening inicial y de
finalizacion, con técnicas graficas y entrevista de juego.
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ABSTRACT

SYMBOLIZATION PROCESSES IN CHILDREN WITH DISABILITIES
THROUGH THE FIFTH DIMENSION MODEL

The doctoral project “Symbolization processes in children with
disabilities from the Fifth Dimension Model will be presented.
This Model was based on contributions from Cultural Psychology
and historical-cultural psychology. It was implemented in Mon-
tevideo, in special schools for children with motor disabilities.
It is created as if it were a game, with activities organized by
a wizard. Qualitative changes were seen in children and it was
considered pertinent to take contributions from psychoanalytic
theory in relation to symbolization processes, Symbolization is
considered a task of emotional structuring, transformation and
production and denotes relationships between body and word,
between representation and affect. Regarding learning, two ty-

pes of thought structures are proposed: a cognitive structure
that gives rise to objective thinking and a dramatic structure
that organizes symbolic activity, linked to the construction of
language and which gives rise to subjectivity. The theoretical
contributions and the case study methodology will be presented,
which will seek to identify changes in the symbolization proces-
ses in children between 8 and 10 years old with disabilities in a
common school. An initial and final screening will be carried out,
with graphic techniques and interview.
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
