RESUMEN

Las representaciones sociales estan orientadas a la comunica-
cién, comprension y el dominio del entorno social, material e
ideal. El objetivo de este estudio es describir la estructura de las
RS del Covid-19 en la segunda ola, en términos de sentimientos
suscitados, personajes e instituciones, e ideas mas evocadas
en poblacion general argentina. Se realiz un estudio descrip-
tivo con un muestreo intencional de 509 participantes (63,7%
mujeres y 35,4% varones, media edad 38,76; DE: 13,49, Min:
18/Max: 80). Los resultados indican un nucleo representacional
del Covid-19 asociado a categorias como: muerte, aislamiento,
miedo, pandemia, incertidumbre, encierro, enfermedad, vacuna,
contagio y virus. Las instituciones politicas, de salud, de so-
cializacion primaria (familia) y de indole educativa se presen-
tan como las mas vinculadas a la pandemia conjunto con los
personajes del ambito familiar, de la salud y politico. Asimismo,
los sentimientos mayormente indicados remiten al cansancio,
preocupacion, incertidumbre, miedo, tristeza y ansiedad. Los
hallazgos revelan una RS signada por fuertes connotaciones ne-
gativas frente al Covid-19, manifestando asimismo connotacio-
nes contrarias producto del avance de los recursos cientificos
para enfrentar la pandemia que impacta en la esfera privada y
se gestiona por los actores inherentes al mundo de la salud y
de la politica.

SOCIAL REPRESENTATIONS OF COVID-19 IN THE SECOND WAVE.
IDEAS, INSTITUTIONS, CHARACTERS AND ASSOCIATED FEELINGS
Social representations are oriented to communication, unders-
tanding and mastery of the social, material and ideal environ-
ment. The aim of this study is to describe the structure of the SR
of Covid-19 in the second wave, in terms of feelings aroused,
characters and institutions, and ideas most evoked in the ge-
neral Argentine population. A descriptive study was carried out
with an intentional sampling of 509 participants (63.7% women

and 35.4% men, mean age 38.76; SD: 13.49, Min: 18 / Max:
80). The results show a representative core of Covid-19 asso-
ciated with categories such as: death, isolation, fear, pandemic,
uncertainty, confinement, disease, vaccine, contagion and virus.
The political institutions, health, primary socialization (family)
and educational institutions are presented as the most linked
to the joint pandemic with characters from the family, health
and political sphere. Likewise, the most indicated feelings re-
fer to fatigue, worry, uncertainty, fear, sadness and anxiety. The
findings reveal a SR marked by strong negative connotations
about Covid-19 as well as positive connotations due to scientific
progress to face the health crisis, which is recognized that it
must be managed by political and health actors.
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
