PERFILES DE USUARIOS DE INTERNET: RASGOS DE
PERSONALIDAD Y NIVELES DE BIENESTAR PERCIBIDO

RESUMEN

Objetivos: El presente trabajo se enmarca en el campo de la Ci-
berpsicologia. Pretende analizar diferentes perfiles de usuarios
de Internet estableciendo su relacion con variables de perso-
nalidad (normales y patologicas); niveles de bienestar perso-
nal, emocional y social; y diferencias individuales segun sexo
y edad. Participantes: Se emple6 una muestra de conveniencia
de 622 sujetos (292 hombres, 330 mujeres) que tenian en pro-
medio 40.79 afios (DE = 14.99). La mayoria de los participantes
residia en Buenos Aires (n = 495; 80%). Materiales: Se disef6
una encuesta acerca del uso que hacen los usuarios de las dife-
rentes aplicaciones de Internet (e.g, tipo de plataforma emplea-
da, actividad realizada, tiempo de conexion, etc.). Ademas, se
utilizé el BFI (John, et al., 1991), el MHC-SF (Keyes, 2005) y el
PID 5-BF (Krueger et al., 2013). Resultados: Se realiz un ana-
lisis de clusters. Se obtuvieron 4 agrupaciones: Usuario social y
recreativo, Usuario de bajo uso de internet, Usuario promedio, y
Usuario de alto uso de internet. Se encontraron diferencias por
género y edad. La agrupacion de usuarios sociales y recreativos
eran los que tenian mas rasgos psicopatoldgicos. Por tltimo, los
usuarios de alto uso de Internet tenian las puntuaciones mas
altas en bienestar social y personal.
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ABSTRACT

INTERNET USER PROFILES: PERSONALITY TRAITS AND LEVELS OF
PERCEIVED WELL-BEING

The present investigation is framed in the field of cyberpsycho-
logy. It aims to analyze the different profiles of internet users,
establishing their relationship between personality variables
such as normal and pathological ones which include: personal,
emotional and social well-being, and individual differences ac-
cording to gender and age. Participants: The research sample
was formed by 622 individuals (292 men and 330 women) with
an average age of 40.72 years old (SD = 14.99). Most of them
were Buenos Aires City residents (n= 495; 80%). Materials: A
survey about the type of use which users make of the diffe-
rent internet applications was designed (e.qg., type of used plat-
form, performed activity, connection time, etc.) Besides, the BFI
(John, et al., 1991), the MHC-SF (Keyes 2005) and the PID-5-BF

(krueger et al.,2013) were also applied. Results: A profile cluster
analysis was carried out giving as a result the identification of
four different groups: social and recreational users, low inter-
net users, average internet users, and highly frequent internet
users. Differences by gender and age were found. Social and
recreational users were the ones with more psychopathological
traits. Lastly the highly frequent internet users were the ones
with the highest scores in social and personal well-being.
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
