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EL ROL DE LOS VINCULOS SOCIALES
EN LA NARRATIVA DEL DESISTIMIENTO

RESUMEN

El desistimiento es un nuevo enfoque que pone el acento en la dis-
minucion y abandono de la actividad delictiva. Desde una perspec-
tiva dinamica se entiende que este proceso esta fundamentalmente
asociado a factores y eventos que operan como puntos vitales de
inflexion (relacion de pareja, insercion laboral, alejamiento de pares
problematicos, tener hijos, etc.) favoreciendo un reposicionamiento y
cambio subjetivo. Entre los factores dindmicos asociados se resalta
que el éxito de la reinsercion depende en gran medida y es propor-
cional al grado de vinculacion social del individuo (Bain & Parkinson,
2010). En base a ello, se propone en este trabajo abordar el rol de los
vinculos y el apoyo social comunitario en el proceso de reinsercion
social, comparando dos grupos de participantes: 84 hombres reinci-
dentes que se encontraban privados de libertad por delitos contra la
propiedad; y 62 participantes hombres que no volvieron a reincidir
dentro del plazo de los dos afios de haber recobrado su libertad. Se
realizaron entrevistas semi-dirigidas y se administrd el Cuestionario
de Apoyo Social Comunitario (CASC). Los vinculos con la familia, las
relaciones de pareja, la participacion social y el apoyo comunitario en
el periodo de egreso, resultaron tener un rol significante en la narra-
tiva del desistimiento de los participantes.
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ABSTRACT

THE ROLE OF SOCIAL TIES IN THE NARRATIVE OF THE DESISTANCE
The desistance is a new approach that emphasizes the decline and
abandonment of criminal activity. From a dynamic perspective it is
understood that this process is primarily associated with factors
and events that operate as vital turning points (relationship, em-
ployment, withdrawal of problem parents, having children) favoring
a repositioning and subjective change. Among the dynamic factors
associated it highlights that the success of reintegration depends
greatly and is proportional to the degree of social bonding of the
person (Bain & Parkinson, 2010). On this basis, it is proposed in
this paper to address the role of social ties and community sup-
port in the process of social reintegration, comparing two groups
of participants: 84 recidivists men who are deprived of their liberty
for property crimes; and 62 male participants who did not return to
reoffend within two years of having regained his freedom. Semi-
structured interviews were conducted and the Community Social
Support Questionnaire (CASC) was administered. Links with family,
relationships, social participation and community support in the pe-
riod of social reintegration, were found to have a significant role in
the narrative of the desistance.
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
