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SUBLIMACION: DE ESTETICA A ETICA

RESUMEN

El presente resumen se enmarca dentro de la Investigacion UBA-
CyT- Beca Estimulo “El concepto de sublimacion en la obra de
Freud: del Ideal a la pulsion”. El objetivo es indagar la construccion
del concepto de sublimacion en la obra de Freud, sefialando las
diversas modificaciones que ha tenido, a partir del desarrollo de
distintos operadores conceptuales que se articulan a él: Ideal y pul-
sién. El término sublimacion, formulado en los albores de la obra
freudiana, constituye un concepto complejo que, frente a la ausen-
cia de una teorizacion rigurosa, ha dado lugar a maltiples interpre-
taciones, delimitando su nocion al campo del quehacer artistico e
intelectual. Sin embargo, a partir de 1914 en Introduccién del Nar-
cisismo, Freud enunciara explicitamente la diferenciacion entre el
concepto de Ideal y sublimacion, anticipando el estatuto conceptual
que este (ltimo adquirira un afio después, en Pulsiones y destinos
de pulsién, al ser formalizado como uno de los cuatro destinos pul-
sionales. Mediante una revision bibliografica en el marco tedrico del
Psicoanalisis, se examinara el desarrollo que realiza Freud, desde
los comienzos de su produccion tedrica, en donde circunscribia el
término sublimacion unicamente al campo de los ideales éticos y
estéticos, hasta su formulacion como estructurante de la pulsion.

ABSTRACT

SUBLIMATION: FROM ETHICS TO AESTHETICS

This summary is part of UBACyT's Research- Estimulo Scholarship
“The concept of sublimation in Freud's work: from the ideal to the
drive”. The objective of this proposal is to investigate the construc-
tion of the concept sublimation in Freud’s work, noting the various
changes that it has undergone, from the development of different
conceptual operators that articulate it: Ideal and drive, The term su-
blimation, formulated at the beginning of Freud’s work, is a complex
concept that, given the absence of a rigorous theorizing, has led to
multiple interpretations, delimiting its notion to the field of artistic
and intellectual. However, from 1914 in Introduction of Narcissism,
Freud explicitly enunciated the distinction between the concept of
Ideal and sublimation, anticipating the conceptual status that the
latter acquires a year later, in Instincts and their vicissitudes, to be
formalized as one of the four drive’s destinies. Through a bibliogra-
phical review, it will be examined the theoretical development that
Freud elaborated, from the beginning of his theoretical production,
where the term sublimation was confined to the field of ethical and
aesthetic ideals only, to its formulation as a structuring of the drive.
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
