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RESUMEN

Introduccion. Entre los atributos que pueden incentivar y poten-
ciar la prosocialidad, podria destacarse la autoeficacia, definida
como la creencia en las propias capacidades frente a un desafio
concreto. En este caso, seria interesante avanzar en el conoci-
miento de la autoeficacia prosocial, entendida como, la creencia
que tienen los adolescentes sobre cuan capaces son de realizar
conductas prosociales. Objetivo. Construir una escala para eva-
luar la autoeficacia prosocial y estudiar su validez de contenido.
Metodologia. A partir de una revision tedrica, se redacté un pool
de 21 items. Se seleccionaron 19 expertos quienes valoraron
la claridad y la pertinencia de los items. Se calcul6 el acuerdo
entre jueces utilizando el estadistico V de Aiken. Resultados. El
acuerdo entre jueces fue de fue de V = 0.98, tanto para la cla-
ridad en la redaccion como para la pertinencia considerando el
promedio de todos los items. Conclusion. Los reactivos elabo-
rados hasta el momento presentaron una adecuada validez de
contenido; de todos modos, la redaccion de alguno de ellos sera
ajustada segun la recomendacion de los expertos. La version
resultante serd administrada a una muestra representativa de
adolescentes, con el fin de sumar evidencias de validez factorial
y confiabilidad.

CONTENT VALIDITY OF A PROSOCIAL SELF-EFFICACY SCALE
FOR ADOLESCENTS

Introduction. Among the attributes that can encourage and en-
hance prosociality, self-efficacy could be highlighted, defined
as the belief in one’s own capabilities in the face of a specific
challenge. In this case, it would be interesting to advance the
knowledge of prosocial self-efficacy, understood as the belief
that adolescents have about how capable they are of perform-
ing prosocial behaviors. Aim. Build a scale to evaluate prosocial
self-efficacy and study its content validity. Methodology. Based
on a theoretical review, a pool of 21 items was drawn up. 19
experts were selected who assessed the clarity and relevance
of the items. Agreement between judges was calculated using
Aiken’s V statistic. Results. The agreement between judges was
V = 0.98, both for clarity in the wording and for relevance con-

sidering the average of all items. Conclusion. The reagents de-
veloped so far presented adequate content validity; In any case,
the wording of some of them will be adjusted according to the
recommendations of the experts. The resulting version will be
administered to a representative sample of adolescents, in order
to add evidence of factorial validity and reliability.
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
