RESUMEN

Esta comunicacion de trabajo objetiva, a través de un ensayo
tedrico, conectar el surgimiento de condiciones de ecoansiedad,
resultantes de la situacion de desastre ambiental en el Estado de
Rio Grande do Sul (Brasil), con la interseccionalidad y el racismo
ambiental. Durante el mes de mayo vivimos la devastacion pro-
vocada por las inundaciones que arrasaron el 90% del Estado.
Sin embargo, existen diferencias significativas en la forma de
vivir esta situacion: los barrios mas afectados son aquellos que
son cotidianamente vulnerables, donde vive la mayoria de la po-
blacion negra y pobre, que es empujada a la periferia urbana.
Se considera que las respuestas a la crisis deben considerar la
asistencia a las poblaciones de manera interseccional. Sin em-
bargo, las respuestas de los gobiernos estatales y municipales
pasan por negligencia y alianza con el sector privado, con la
empresa Alvarez & Marsal, que trabajé en el huracan Katrina,
operando hacia la impunidad y promoviendo el lucro sobre la
tragedia. Lo que es evidente es que el modelo de gestion publica
basado en la l6gica neoliberal y necropolitica sigue produciendo
la muerte de poblaciones vulnerables y que es necesario alinear
la comprension de los desastres ambientales como eventos po-
liticamente provocados.
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ABSTRACT

ENVIRONMENTAL DISASTER IN THE STATE OF RiO GRANDE

DO SUL, BRAZIL: ECOANSIETY, INTERSECTIONALITY AND
ENVIRONMENTAL RACISM

The present work aims, through a theoretical essay, to connect
the emergence of eco-anxiety conditions, resulting from the en-
vironmental disaster situation in the State of Rio Grande do Sul
(Brazil), to intersectionality and environmental racism. During
the month of May we experienced the devastation caused by the
floods that devastated 90% of the State. However, there are sig-
nificant differences in the way of experiencing an environmental
disaster situation: the most affected neighborhoods are those
that are already vulnerable on a daily basis, where the majority

of the black and poor population lives, who are pushed to the
urban outskirts and forced to live in a risk situation. It is con-
sidered that responses to the crisis must consider assistance
to affected populations in an intersectional way. However, the
responses of the state and municipal governments involve neg-
ligence and alliance with the private sector, with the company
Alvarez & Marsal, which worked in Hurricane Katrina, operating
towards impunity and promoting profit over the tragedy. What is
evident is that the public management model based on colonial
logic exposes neoliberalism and necropolitics that continue to
produce the death of vulnerable populations and that it is nec-
essary to align, in research, the understanding of environmental
disasters as politically provoked events.
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
