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Resumen

El objetivo de la presente investigacion es realizar una delimita-
cion conceptual y operacional del perfil profesional del psicdlogo en
base a las competencias profesionales. Concebimos las actitudes
hacia la ética profesional como el grado de acuerdo o desacuerdo
con el que el futuro profesional responde ante las diferentes dimen-
siones de la ética profesional. Dichas dimensiones se clasifican en:
Competencias cognitivas: Conocimiento, formacion, actualizacion,
formacion continua. Competencias técnico-organizativas: manejo
de técnicas e instrumentos propios de la disciplina. Competencias
sociales: deberes y obligaciones con los colegas, comunicacion,
trabajo en equipo, ejercicio de una ciudadania responsable. Com-
petencias éticas: responsabilidad profesional y social, honestidad,
respeto, actuar con sujecion a principios éticos. Competencias
afectivo-emocionales: identificarse con la profesion elegida, capa-
cidad emocional. Nos preguntamos ¢ Ofrece la facultad una forma-
cion adecuada para que el futuro profesional pueda desenvolverse
en su profesion? Los resultados arrojados demuestran que el 23%
de los estudiantes de grado de la facultad de Psicologia de la UBA
valoran la adquisicion de nuevos conocimientos profesionales. Sin
embargo, el 60% de los graduados considera que la facultad no los
capacitd para enfrentar los nuevos retos profesionales y no recurre
a la misma para seguir formandose. Nos resta pensar ;Qué cam-
bios serian pertinentes para operar sobre esto?

ATTITUDES OF UNIVERSITY STUDENTS AND GRADUATES OF
THE FACULTY OF PSYCHOLOGY, UNIVERSITY OF BUENOS AIRES,
CONCERNING PROFESSIONAL ETHICS

The objective of this investigation is to conceptually delimit the
professional profile of the psychologist based on the professional
competencies. We conceive the attitudes to the professional ethics
as the scale of agreement or disagreement in the responses related
to the different dimensions of the professional ethics. These dimen-
sions are: Cognitive competencies: knowledge, education, contin-
ued learning development. Technical-organizational competencies:
techniques handling, discipline’s tools. Social competencies: duties
and obligations with colleagues, communication, teamwork, and
responsible exercise of the citizenship. Ethical competencies: pro-
fessional and social responsibility, honesty, respect, and ethical ac-
tions. We interrogate ourselves: does the university give an appro-
priate formation so the future professionals can act accordingly in

their profession? The results show that 23% of the students of the
non-graduated students in the University of Buenos Aires, Faculty
of Psychology value the acquisition of new professional knowledge.
Nevertheless, the 60% of post graduated students consider that the
university did not capacitate them to deal with new challenges and
does not turn to the university again to keep training. The question
would be: What changes are necessaries to operate on this?
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
