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RESUMEN

En la psicologia de la moral se presenta a la identidad moral como
aquel constructo que podria subsanar el moderado poder predicti-
vo del razonamiento moral sobre la conducta. La identidad moral
fue definida por Moshman (2004) como una teoria explicita de uno
mismo como un agente moral comprometido a actuar sobre la base
del respeto y/o |la preocupacion por los derechos y/o el bienestar de
otros. Si hien se ha indagado en su relacion con diversas conduc-
tas, no ha sido suficientemente estudiada su relacion con la des-
honestidad académica. El presente trabajo busca investigar dicho
vinculo. Para ello, se administré la Entrevista de Autocomprension
de Damon y Hart (1991), adaptada por Frimer y Walker (2009), y un
cuestionario de integridad académica (Comas et al., 2011) a 120
estudiantes universitarios de 18 a 29 afios. Se realizara un analisis
narrativo de las entrevistas para extraer los valores que operacio-
nalizan el constructo de identidad moral (Poder, Logro, Universalis-
mo, Benevolencia). Se evaluara su capacidad predictiva respecto de
las conductas de deshonestidad a través de la técnica de regresion
lineal. Se espera encontrar, por ejemplo, una relacion negativa entre
el valor Poder y la integridad académica. Se presentaran los resul-
tados en las Jornadas de Investigacion.

MORAL IDENTITY AND ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IN EMERGING ADULT-
HOOD: AN EMPIRICAL STUDY

In moral psychology, the concept of moral identity has been pro-
posed as that one that could offset the moderate predictive power
of moral reasoning over behavior. Moshman (2004) defined mo-
ral identity as an explicit theory of oneself as a moral agent, who
is committed to acting on the basis of respect and/or concern for
the rights and/or welfare of others. Although the relationship bet-
ween moral identity and different behaviors has been studied, its
relationship with academic dishonesty has not been sufficiently
investigated. The aim of the present work is to address this rela-
tion. With that purpose, 120 undergraduate students between 18
and 29 years old were interviewed using Damon and Hart’s (1991)
Self Understanding Interview, adapted by Frimer and Walker (2009),
and also completed an academic integrity questionnaire (Comas et
al., 2011). A narrative analysis of the interviews will be carried out
in order to exiract the values that operationalize the construct of
moral identity (Power, Achievement, Universalism, Benevolence). A
linear regression analysis will be performed to assess the predictive

power of moral identity regarding academic dishonesty. We expect
to find, for example, a negative relation between Power and aca-
demic integrity. Results will be presented at the scientific meeting.
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
