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DIFERENCIAS INDIVIDUALES Y SOCIAMBIENTALES
EN LA VALORACION EMOCIONAL DE NINAS Y NINOS

RESUMEN

La valoracion emocional es el proceso que genera distintas res-
puestas emacionales a partir de evaluaciones subjetivas del indivi-
duo sobre los estimulos. Existen escasos trabajos sobre emociones
en preescolares que analicen las diferencias socioambientales. El
objetivo de este trabajo fue analizar la valoracion emocional de
imagenes negativas, neutras y positivas, en nifias y nifios de 4 y
5 afios con diferentes caracteristicas socioambientales (con y sin
necesidades basicas satisfechas). Se compar6 el acuerdo entre la
valoracion dada por las nifias y los nifios y la de la tarea. Se observo
que a los 5 afios se presentan mas acuerdos que a los 4, en la
valoracion de imagenes positivas y se hallé una tendencia similar
para las negativas. Se encontré un efecto modulador de factores
socioeconémicos en la valoracion de imagenes negativas: a los 4
afios un grupo con necesidades basicas satisfechas presenté ma-
yor acuerdo que un grupo con necesidades basicas insatisfechas.
Este efecto no aparece a los 5 afos, lo que podria indicar la modu-
lacion del desarrollo sobre este fenomeno. No se hallaron diferen-
cias en la valoracion segidn género ni tipo de gestion del jardin de
infantes. Los resultados confirman que el conocimiento emocional
se construye durante el desarrollo.
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ABSTRACT

INDIVIDUAL AND SOCIO-ENVIRONMENTAL DIFFERENCES IN THE
EMOTIONAL APPRAISAL OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Emotional appraisal is the process that produces diverse emotional
responses from an individual’s self-assessed valuation of a stimulus.
Although many studies approached the development of emotions,
there are few that investigate this issue in preschooler ages and no
studies were found taking into account social and environmental di-
fferences. The aim of this work was to analyze the individual, social
and environmental differences that modulate emotional appraisal
of aversive, neutral and positive pictures in 4-5-year-old children.
It was found that at the age of 5 there are more agreements in the
valuation of positive pictures and a similar trend was also found
for aversive images. The results indicate that socioeconomic cha-
racteristics have an influence over the valuation of negative pictu-
res: at the age of 4, a satisfied basic needs group presented more
agreements than a non-satisfied basic needs group. This effect did
not appear at the age of 5 which may indicate the modulation of
the development over this phenomenon. No differences were found

according to the gender of the children or kindergarden’s type of
management. These results confirm that emotional knowledge is
built across the development.
