RESUMEN

Este estudio exploratorio- descriptivo tuvo como objetivo estudiar
los patrones de interaccion papa — hijo y su relacién con las re-
presentaciones mentales sobre la seguridad emocional, a partir
de observaciones en ambientes naturales y del uso del Q-sort del
comportamiento de apego del nifio y del comportamiento paterno y
de la aplicacion las Narrativas Adultas de las Representaciones del
Apego y la Tarea de Historias de Completamiento para Nifios /Ma-
cArthur. Se pudo concluir que los resultados aun que no se pueden
generalizar debido al tamafio de la muestra, no evidenciaron corre-
laciones significativas entre las variables del estudio, sin embargo
al realizar un analisis intrasujeto, se pudo evidenciar que en térmi-
nos generales los papas tendian a tener comportamientos sensi-
bles con sus hijos lo que en su mayoria de las veces correspondia
con un comportamiento de apego seguro por parte del nifio(a) hacia
ellos, y también se evidencié que en algunas diadas las historias
de los padres evidenciaban una representacion mental segura del
apego mientras que sus hijos(as) no o viceversa.
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ABSTRACT

CHARACTERIZATION OF ATTACHMENT BEHAVIOUR IN FATHER-
CHILD INTERACTION: A SAMPLE OF 10 COLOMBIAN PARENTS AND
THEIR MENTAL REPRESENTATIONS OF EMOTIONAL SECURITY

The aim for this study was explore and describe the father — child
interaction patterns (paternal sensitivity and child’s attachment be-
havior) in a sample of fathers from Bogota city involved in the care
of their children, and their relation with the child and adult atta-
chment secure base script. The measures and instruments were:
paternal sensitivity, child’s attachment behavior, Adult attachment
and child attachment secure-base script. The results showed that
the behavior of the fathers were characterize as sensitivity. In the
first visit, the average of the measure was M=0,61 (SD= 0,18), in
the same way, the score of the second visit had a similar results
(M=0.63 DE=0.95). A composite score of both visits was calculated
for each participant and the results were obtained in a range bet-
ween 0.51 (minimum) and 0.81 (maximum) with M = 0.67 and SD
= 0.10. The scores obtained from the AQS showed that children’s

behavior was characterized by behaviors that demonstrated the use
of the father as a secure base. In visit 1, the score of the child’s
behavior was between 0.06 and 0.60 with M = 0.44 and SD = 0.17
similar to visit 2 (M=0,43 DE= 0,15). The composite score of two
visits was M=0,48; SD=0.11.
