RESUMEN

Diversas investigaciones sefialan controversias sobre las va-
riaciones en funcion del género durante el desarrollo socioe-
mocional. La valoracion emocional, la memoria emocional, las
habilidades sociales y problemas de conducta, presentan parti-
cular relevancia para estudiar estas variaciones. Estudios pre-
vios muestran que la valoracion emocional no varia en funcion
del género, que estas variaciones no se analizan en tareas de
memoria emocional, y que nifias y nifios difieren en habilidades
sociales y problemas de conducta. El objetivo de este traba-
jo es analizar las variaciones presentes durante el desarrollo
socioemocional en funcion del género, evaluando la valoracion
emocional (estudio 1, n=133), la memoria emocional (estudio
2, n=116) y las habilidades sociales y problemas de conducta
(estudio 3, n=251) en nifias y nifios de 4 a 8 afios. En el estudio
1, las nifias presentaron mayor valoracion de imagenes emo-
cionales, que los nifios. En el estudio 2, nifias y nifios tuvieron
similares desempefios de memoria emocional. En el estudio 3,
las nifias presentaron mayores habilidades sociales, mientras
que los nifios presentaron mayores problemas de conducta. Las
evidencias mixtas acerca de las diferencias de género presentes
en las tareas cognitivas y en la socializacion de las emociones,
requiere analizar cOmo emergen estas variaciones durante el
desarrollo.
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ABSTRACT

ROLE OF GENDER IN THE SOCIO-EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF
CHILDREN

Various investigations point to controversies about variations
based on gender during socio-emotional development. Emotion-
al assessment, emotional memory, social skills, and behavior
problems are particularly relevant to studying these variations.
Previous studies show that emotional appraisal does not vary
according to gender, that these variations are not analyzed in
emotional memory tasks, and that girls and boys differ in so-
cial skills and behavioral problems. The objective of this work
is to analyze the variations present during socio-emotional
development according to gender, evaluate emotional assess-

ment (study 1, n=133), emotional memory (study 2, n=116), and
social skills and communication problems. behavior (study 3,
n=251) in girls and boys aged 4 to 8 years. In study 1, girls
presented a higher evaluation of emotional images than boys.
In study 2, girls and boys had similar emotional memory perfor-
mances. In study 3, girls had higher social skills, while boys had
more behavior problems. The mixed evidence about the gender
differences presents in cognitive tasks and in the socialization
of emotions requires an analysis of how these variations emerge
during development.
