RESUMEN

Francisco de Roux, presidente de la Comision de la Verdad, ha
sefalado: “Si hiciéramos un minuto de silencio por cada victi-
ma del conflicto armado en Colombia, tendriamos que estar en
silencio durante 17 afios” (Comision de la Verdad, 2020), esta
metafora no implica s6lo la cuantificacion de lo sucedido, sino la
dimension en términos sociales de la devastacion que ha dejado
a su paso mas de 60 afios de guerra. Diecisiete afios contados
a partir de minutos de silencio por cada victima, nos habla al
menos segundas y terceras generaciones involucradas en situa-
ciones de violencia ligadas al conflicto armado, e incluso, deri-
vadas de este. ;qué implicaciones tiene el pasado reciente en
el lazo social y en lo subjetivo? Nos proponemos la revision del
concepto de trauma generacional que se vincula con las marcas
inconscientes que se transmiten a nivel de lo familiar de una
generacion a otra, lo anterior, en el contexto de la escucha de las
narrativas de familiares de sujetos que estuvieron vinculados a
grupos armados ilegales. En particular, nos interesa cuestionar
los efectos a nivel del vinculo familiar de quienes eligieron el
camino de las armas, asi como la dimension del trauma y su
relacion con lo generacional.

WHAT DOES NOT STOP REGISTERING IN COLOMBIA:

WAR AND GENERATIONAL TRAUMA

Francisco de Roux, president of the Truth Commission, has
pointed out: “If we made a minute of silence for each victim of
the armed conflict in Colombia, we would have to be silent for 17
years” (Truth Commission, 2020), this metaphor does not only
imply the quantification of what happened, but the dimension
in social terms of the devastation that has left in its wake more
than 60 years of war. Seventeen years counted from minutes of
silence for each victim, tells us at least second and third gen-
erations involved in situations of violence linked to the armed
conflict, and even derived from it. What are the implications of
the recent past in the social bond and in the subjective? We pro-
pose to review the concept of generational trauma that is linked
to the unconscious marks that are transmitted at the family level
from one generation to another, in the context of listening to the

narratives of family members of individuals who were linked to
illegal armed groups, in particular, we are interested in ques-
tioning the effects at the level of the family bond of those who
chose the path of arms, as well as the dimension of trauma and
its link with the generational.
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
