RESUMEN

Desde un marco tedrico psicoanalitico que trabaje a la luz de
la ética, se iran desplegando las distintas aristas desplegadas
en el film Loving Vincent que permiten describir la subjetividad
del pintor. A través de una metodologia cualitativa, se intentara
comprender a los personajes dentro del marco de referencia de
ellos mismos para experimentar lo que sienten, lo que deciden y
lo que dejan de decidir en sus luchas cotidianas con la sociedad.
El objetivo general serd indagar en las coordenadas implicitas e
inmanentes al acto que lleva a Van Gogh a cometer el suidicio.
Van Gogh fue un hombre que trascendié lo normativo y super-
fluo de lo considerado bello para la época. Tendia a asilarse, es
cierto, pero no sin antes percibir la exclusion fehaciente de la
sociedad contemporanea a su existencia. El Otro ha revelado
sus fallas a través de numerosos otros: la cultura, la sociedad, el
mercado burgués, su madre, su padre, amores no correspondi-
dos, su médico psiquiatra. Frente a todos ellos, Vincent percibe
la responsabilidad de responder por ellos Vincent para finalmen-
te decidir suicidarse en lugar de caer en manos del enemigo que
insistia en rechazarlo.

LOVING VINCENT: AN ETHICAL AND PSYCHOANALYTIC PERSPEC-

From a psychoanalytic theoretical framework that works in the
light of ethics, the different edges displayed in the film Loving
Vincent will be displayed, allowing the subjectivity of the painter
to be described. Through a qualitative methodology, we will try
to understand the characters within their frame of reference to
THE experience that they feel, what they decide and what they
fail to decide in their daily struggles with society. The general
objective will be to investigate in the implicit and immanent
coordinates to the act that takes to Van Gogh to commit the
suidicide. Van Gogh was a man who transcended the normative
and superfluous of what was considered beautiful for the time.
It tended to be isolated, it is true, but not without first perceiving
the irrefutable exclusion of contemporary society to its existen-
ce. The “Other” has revealed its faults through numerous others:
culture, society, the bourgeois market, its mother, its father,
unrequited love, its psychiatrist. In front of all of them, Vincent

perceives the responsibility of answering for them Vincent to
finally decide to commit suicide instead of falling into the hands
of the enemy who insisted on rejecting him.
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
