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COMPORTAMIENTOS EN FAGEBOOK ASOCIADOS
A LAS FACETAS DEL NEUROTICISMO

RESUMEN

Las redes sociales ofrecen un nuevo escenario para analizar la
personalidad (Gosling et al., 2011; Kleanthous, et al., 2016). En
este trabajo se estudia la relacion de las facetas del Neuroticis-
mo definidas seguin McCrae y Costa (2010) con comportamien-
tos que realizan las personas vinculados a Facebook. Participa-
ron 290 adultos usuarios de Facebook (50% varones) de 18 a 81
afos (Media=38.6, DE=14.6), quienes respondieron el Banco de
items de Facetas de Neuroticismo (Abal, Auné y Attorresi, 2019)
y un cuestionario disefiado ad-hoc sobre habitos de uso de esta
red social. Para preguntas con respuesta ordinal se estudio la
asociacion con rho de Spearman. Para las respuestas dicotomi-
cas se realizd un MANOVA considerando a las facetas como va-
riables dependientes. En mujeres (rho=.28) y varones (rho=.27),
Vulnerabilidad se asocid con la tendencia a curiosear lo que ha-
cen otros. Impulsividad correlaciond con la asiduidad con que
los varones publican fotos y videos (rho=.27) y comentan las
publicaciones de otros (rho=.32). Los usuarios que tienen entre
sus contactos a sujetos que no conocen personalmente tendie-
ron a registrar mayores niveles de Depresion (eta-cuadrado par-
cial=.032) y Autoconciencia (eta-cuadrado parcial=.024). Las
personas con niveles altos de Depresion no son estrictos con el
control de privacidad (eta-cuadrado parcial=.031).

BEHAVIORS ASSOCIATED WITH THE FACETS OF NEUROTICISM
ON FACEBOOK

Social networks offer a new scenario for analyzing personality
(Gosling et al., 2011; Kleanthous, et al., 2016). This work studies
the relationship between the facets of Neuroticism with beha-
viours carried out by people on Facebook as defined McCrae and
Costa (2010). There were 290 adult Facebook users (50% male)
aged 18 to 81 (Mean=38.6, DE=14.6), who responded to the
Neuroticism Facet Bank ltems (Abal, Auné & Attorresi, 2019) and
an ad-hoc questionnaire designed to explore on the use of this
social network. For questions with an ordinal answer, the asso-
ciation with Spearman’s rank correlation coefficient was stu-
died. For dichotomous answers, a MANOVA analysis was carried
out considering the facets as dependent variables. In women

(rho=.28) and men (rho=.27), Vulnerability was associated with
the tendency to browse what others do. Impulsivity correlated
with the frequency with which males publish photos and videos
(rho=.27) and comment on the publications of others (rho=.32).
Users who have among their contacts subjects they do not per-
sonally know were apt to register higher levels of Depression
(partial eta-squared=.032) and Self-consciousness (partial eta-
squared=.024). People with high levels of Depression are not
strict with privacy control (partial eta-squared=.031).
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
