La Level of Personality Function Scale (LPFS; Morey, 2017)
evalua el criterio A para el diagnostico de trastornos de la per-
sonalidad de acuerdo a la Seccion Il del DSM-5 (APA, 2013).
Consta de 80 items divididos en cuatro escalas: Identidad, Au-
todireccion, Empatia e Intimidad. Actualmente se encuentra en
proceso de adaptacion local, por lo tanto, el objetivo de este tra-
bajo es analizar su consistencia interna y aportar evidencias de
validez discriminante. Se trabaj6 con 200 residentes de Buenos
Aires (51.5% mujeres; 48.5% varones) de entre 20 y 60 afios
(M=36.36; DE=10.54). Se recolectaron datos mediante una en-
cuesta de datos sociodemograficos, la LPFS (Morey, 2017), y el
Mental Health Continuum Short Form (MHC-SF; Keyes, 2005;
Lupano Perugini, de la Iglesia & Castro Solano, 2017). Se calcu-
laron alfas de Cronbach para analizar |la consistencia interna ha-
llandose valores adecuados (Identidad=.88; Autodireccion=.87;
Empatia=.75, Intimidad=.87). Se correlacionaron las escalas del
LPFS y el MHC para aportar evidencias de validez discriminante.
Se hallaron asociaciones significativas (p<.01) negativas y mo-
deradas entre Bienestar Emocional e Identidad (r=-.46), Autodi-
reccion (r=-.43), Empatia (r=-.35) e Intimidad (r=-.44); asi como
entre Bienestar Personal e Identidad (r=-.42), Autodireccion (r=-
.41), Empatia (r=-.31) e Intimidad (r=-.35). No se hallaron aso-
ciaciones significativas con Bienestar Social.

The Level of Personality Function Scale (LPFS, Morey, 2017)
assess criterion A for the diagnosis of personality disorders ac-
cording to Section IIl of the DSM-5 (APA, 2013). It consists of 80
items divided into four scales: Identity, Self-Direction, Empathy
and Intimacy. Currently it is in the process of local adaptation,
therefore, the objective of this study is to analyze its internal
consistency and provide evidence of discriminant validity. Par-
ticipants were 200 residents of Buenos Aires (51.5% women,
48.5% men) between 20 and 60 years old (M = 36.36, SD =
10.54). Data were collected by means of a sociodemographic
survey, the LPFS (Morey, 2017), and the Mental Health Conti-
nuum Short Form (MHC-SF; Keyes, 2005; Lupano Perugini, de la

Iglesia, & Castro Solano, 2017). Cronbach alphas were calcula-
ted to analyze the internal consistency finding adequate values
(Identity=.88, Self-direction=.87, Empathy=.75, Intimacy=.87).
LPFS and MHC were correlated to provide evidence of discrimi-
nant validity. Significant (p<.01) negative and moderate asso-
ciations were found between Emotional Well-being and Identity
(r=-.46), Self-direction (r=-.43), Empathy (r=-.35) and Intimacy
(r=-.44); as well as between Personal Well-being and |dentity
(r=-.42), Self-Direction (r=-.41), Empathy (r=-.31) and Intima-
cy (r=-.35). No significant associations were found with Social
Well-being.
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
