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ACTITUDES HACIA LA DEMOCRACIA, DOMINANCIA

RESUMEN

Segun el informe Latinobarometro 2016, se presentan actitudes a
favor del sistema democratico en la gran mayoria de los paises de
la region. Estos resultados coinciden con lo postulado por diversos
tedricos de la democracia (Bobbio, 1984) considerando que existe
una tendencia cada vez mas fuerte a la consolidacion de este sis-
tema. Sartori (1993) define la democracia como un sistema politico
basado en el poder popular: la titularidad del poder pertenece al
pueblo mientras que su ejercicio es confiado a los representantes
periddicamente elegidos por el pueblo. Con el objetivo de indagar
las actitudes hacia la democracia y su relacion con variables como
la confianza en las instituciones y dominancia social, entre los vo-
tantes del FIT, del FPV y Cambiemos, se desarrollé un estudio con
una muestra compuesta por 315 adultos con un rango etario entre
18y 54 afios (65% mujeres). Se utilizd un cuestionario autoadminis-
trable integrado por las escalas de actitudes hacia la democracia,
confianza en las instituciones y orientacion a la dominancia social.
Los resultados principales muestran relaciones significativas entre
todas las variables consideradas. Se discute la importancia de las
actitudes hacia la democracia en el fortalecimiento del escenario
socio-politico argentino y se sugieren futuras lineas de analisis.

ATTITUDES TOWARDS DEMOCRACY, SOCIAL DOMINANCE AND
CONFIDENCE IN THE INSTITUTIONS IN VOTERS OF FIT, FPV AND
CAMBIEMOS

According to the 2016 Latinobarémetro report, attitudes in favor
of the democratic system are presented in the great majority of
the countries around the world. These results coincide with what
was postulated by different theorists of democracy (Bobbio, 1984)
considering that there is an increasingly strong tendency to conso-
lidate this system. Sartori (1993) defines democracy as a political
system based on popular power: the ownership of power belongs
to the people while its exercise is entrusted to the representatives
periodically elected by the people. In order to investigate attitudes
towards democracy and its relationship with variables such as
trust in institutions and social dominance, among the voters of FIT,
FPV and Cambiemos, a study was developed with a sample of 315
adults with a range between 18 and 54 years old (65% women). A
self-administered questionnaire was used, integrated by the scales

of attitudes towards democracy, trust in institutions and orientation
towards social dominance. The main results show significant rela-
tionships between all the variables considered. The importance of
attitudes towards democracy in the strengthening of the Argentine
socio-political scenario is discussed and future lines of analysis are
suggested.
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
