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RESUMEN

Desde que fuera formulada por Premack la teoria de la mente ha
sido un campo fértil en desarrollos tedricos y paradigmas empiri-
cos, pero también en indeterminaciones y controversias. En conso-
nancia, el objetivo del trabajo apunta a elucidar, analizar y ordenar
esas problematicas. Se trata de un abordaje con énfasis tedrico-
critico que, ademas, incluye hallazgos experimentales. Al inicio, se
abordan las relaciones y tensiones entre teoria de la mente, teoria
de la simulacion, intersubjetividad primaria, recursividad men-
tal, mentalizacion reflexiva e imaginacion. Luego se abordan los
paradigmas experimentales de la falsa creencia y de la ventana,
analizando su validez y eficiencia explicativa. En consonancia, se
proponen abordajes experimentales de mayor parsimonia teérica
que contradicen supuestos fundamentales derivados de dichos
paradigmas. También se abordan las complejas relaciones entre
falsa creencia, mentira y engafio tactico, para concluir postulando
que pares de opuestos tan simples como lectura y escritura mental
explican los mismos fendémenos con mayor parsimonia. Luego, se
analizan las relaciones entre intersubjetividad, empatia y compa-
sion. Al respecto se redefine la nocion de “telepatia emocional”.
Por Gltimo, se discute la nocion de “proyeccion mentalista” en el
contexto de hallazgos empiricos primarios que demostrarian la re-
lacion entre preferencias, expectativas y predicciones mentalistas.
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ABSTRACT

ELUCIDATION OF CONCEPTUAL INDETERMINATIONS IN THEORY OF
MIND AND OTHER RELATED CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORKS

Since it was developed by Premack, the theory of the mind has
been a fertile field in theoretical developments and empirical para-
digms, but also in indeterminations and controversies. Accordingly,
the objective of the work aims to elucidate, analyze and order these
problems. It is an approach with a theoretical-critical emphasis that
also includes experimental findings. To start with, the connections
and tension between theory of mind, theory of simulation, primary
intersubjectivity, mental recursiveness, reflexive mentalization and
imagination are addressed. Then, the validity and explanatory effi-
ciency of the experimental paradigms of the false belief and the
window are analysed. Accordingly, experimental approaches of
greater theoretical parsimony are proposed, which contradict fun-
damental assumptions derived from these paradigms. The complex
connections between false belief, lie and tactical deception are also

approached, to conclude by postulating that pairs of opposites as
simple as reading and mental writing explain the same phenomena
with greater parsimony. Then, the relationships between intersub-
jectivity, empathy and compassion are analysed. In this respect the
notion of “emotional telepathy” is redefined. Finally, the notion of
“mentalistic projection” is discussed in the context of primary em-
pirical findings that would demonstrate the relationship between
preferences, expectations and mentalistic predictions.
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
